Extended abstract template (800 – 1500 words)

Here's an example of an extended abstract with a long title. The title should be capitalised properly in the typesetting, and it should be a maximum of three lines in the final article.

Important information:

1) The extended abstract must contain citations/references

2) Citations and references must be numbered in square brackets. Citations in the text are numbered gradually throughout the article. The order of the references must correspond to the order in which the citations appear in the text.

3) Read section 1.3, “Citations and references” carefully and follow Table 1.
Failure to follow the citation and references style may lead to the contribution rejection.

4) If you use a citation manager, please export the references in BIB format and give them in a separate file.

5) The author should structure the extended abstract into sections (e.g., introduction, methodology, results, conclusion), but has the flexibility to determine the exact format.

6) The extended abstract should not exceed five pages including references.

7) Please provide us with source files (png, jpg, pdf, …) if you use pictures in your extended abstract.

8) All tables must be in this document as MS Word tables. Raster (picture) tables are not allowed.

9) Please bear in mind that the Book of Extended Abstracts print is in A5 format; therefore, avoid using overly detailed images and large tables.

An extended abstract goes beyond being merely an elongated version of an abstract. It necessitates the inclusion of references, associations with related research, evidential support for pivotal theorems, and other elements typically present in a full paper. This type of abstract should distinctly outline the specific problem(s) being tackled by the research, the anticipated contribution(s) of the study, a brief depiction of the adopted methodology, the achieved results, and the deductions drawn from the conducted work.

For Keywords use 3-8 phrases which reflect the essential content of the article. Do not use obscure abbreviations.

0. Document structure
The document should be structured into sections and optionally subsections. All sections and subsections must be numbered. The only exceptions are List of symbols, Acknowledgements and References, which come unnumbered at the end of the document and in this order. Appendices are inserted after References with special numbering A. 

Acknowledgements section is optional and should be placed before References.

References section should be placed after Acknowledgements and should be formatted according to the Acta Polytechnica style. Examples of references are also given in this article.

List of symbols
List of symbols should be included after Conclusions only when necessary. This section is optional.

Citations and references
Provide accurate citations.

Citations and references must be numbered in square brackets. Citations in the text are numbered gradually throughout the article. The order of the references must correspond to the order in which the citations appear in the text.

We ask you to make the bibliography entries as similar as those in the bibliography of this example: books [1], book chapters [2], articles [3], web-pages [4, 5, 6], articles on arXiv [7]. The usage of DOI [3, 6] is obligatory for all bibliography items that have one, the number is important, not the way it is written. For more information see Table 1.

If you use a citation manager, export the references in BIB format and give them in a separate file.



Figures, tables and equations
Figures, tables and equations must be numbered and placed in the relevant position in the text. When referring to figures and tables avoid terms like above and below. Rather, refer directly to a specific figure or table number. The final layout of the text may be different.

Figures and tables must have a caption. Captions must be inserted at relevant locations and not attached to the figure or table.

More complex or extensive tables should also be sent in Excel to make them easier to work with.

Table 1 and Figure 1 show examples of wide tables and figures.

Graphics types and quality
Figures must be easily readable with sufficient resolution. Figures should be submitted in quality and size for print (300 dpi). Do not add unnecessary effects to figures (e.g. frames, borders, backgrounds, etc.).

We allow the following graphical types:
• pdf;
• jpg (for photos);
• png (for plots and drawings).

We prefer drawings to be in vector format. All raster graphics (JPG, PNG) should have resolution at least 300 dpi, which is a width of approx. 1000 px in one column and 2000 px in two columns. All files should be put into one zip file.

Mathematics
The narrowness of the columns often forces the displayed Eq. (1) and (2) to break into more lines. You can see in the following example:

In the case your document contains many large formulas, your article can exceptionally be typeset in one-column mode.


Physical units
Physical units are always typeset in an upright font (non-italics) and are separated from the amount and from each other by a space. The only exception are angular units (degrees, minutes, seconds) which are not preceded by a space. 

Physical units can be typeset like this: The box dimensions are 5.3 × 6.5 × 7.1 cm. The current temperature is 75 °C with a space before the circle, whereas the latitude is 75° 30′ 12′′ N with no space before the circle and apostrophes. The density of water is 1000 kgm−3. 
The wave-length of visible light is 380–760 nm. This can be written as 0.38–0.76 μm.

Separate decimal numbers with a decimal point. Do not use commas or spaces when writing long numbers (e.g. 123456.78).

Footnotes
Footnotes should be kept to a minimum.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Still, when you really need them, you can use them.]
